Thames Tunnel Public Meeting 6.10.11 Key Points

Some of the key points – all subject to final consultation then confirmation and approval

· The tunnel will make the tanks redundant sometime post 2020

· The direction of tunnelling is from the Thames - no spoil at our end so very few lorries full of earth

· The digging of the main 15m wide access shaft will take around 6 months and noise will be generated by the concrete production and filling machines – around 6 months

· The shaft will be sited in the 5th tank, 5m below ground, then 15/20 deep. It`ll be built to receive the tunnelling machine when it arrives from the other end

· The ventilation towers will be 15m+ high and it is expected to be quiet in operation – to be built on the site of the access shaft

· Noise – no commitment yet on the Db levels which will require approval and ongoing monitoring, from the LBE environmental dept.

· Vibration – believed very little given 

· The main tunnel is deep – 30m+ is the same depth as tube tunnels

· The boring machine moves at 100m per week so noise and vibration “move” gradually

· Future plans for the site post 2020 if the tanks are de-commissioned – it seems that this is quite a long process (possibly late 2020s?) but following consultation the site could be sold

· Your questions and answers – TT said they will answer any questions verbally but will only reply in writing to written questions – which is law, they said.

· More drop in sessions will take place in November – towards the end 

· Another public meeting will be at the end of January
