Minutes of General Meeting No.2

Meeting started at 10:00.
Very good turnout with 24 members in attendance.
The Chairman welcomed everyone and presented:
· A recap of the last general meeting and the election of the committee.
· Update on the last meeting and activities of the committee 
· Ratification of the Constitution
· Reinforcement of the importance of having a Constitution:
· Degree of Formality
· Opening  a Bank Account
· Application for future funds
· Financial accounting – a bank account is being set-up by Gabryel Kolodzie, the treasurer.
· Call for specialist volunteers to assist on ad hoc basis – for example: Auditor, Solicitor, Architect, website manager.
· In response, Bill Alexander, 21 Alexandra Road, volunteered to act as auditor for the funds.
· The Association purchased URL 
· The Chairman confirmed he had contacted Acton Green Residents Association and learned about the structure and organisation finances and administration. He was satisfied SPTRA is being run on the right lines and discovered that a Ward Forum is being hosted by the 3 Councillors of Southfield Ward in July.
· Ward Forum - Tony Garrick and Simone Teitler, committee members, will attend the meeting of the 15th of July.
· Communications to the Members will continue on a regular basis. For electronic communications, ‘blind copy’ format for the addresses has been adopted and paper communications will continue so all residents benefit.
· The issue of membership fees has been explained and rationalised with suggestions of £5 per member and £2 per pensioner-member at a stage when the committee agree a greater formality is required.
· The process of raising issues to the Road Representative was raised by the Chairman and has been explained by Helen Rowlands  who noted the importance of individuals doing preliminary ground work, establishing who and why other people are affected, then contacting the Road Representative for further consultation. Simone Teitler elaborated on the gates project in Alexandra Road, as a current example, and noted the importance of  keeping the Road Representative in the loop.





· Ongoing Issues:
The Chairman presented the following updates with regard to each:

23 St George’s Road

· Appeal to the Secretary of State.
· 55 letters of objections from the Residents have been sent to the Office of the Secretary of the State.
· Due to significant evidence of individual activities raising concerns within the Catchment Area and therefore fitting in with the process for raising issues, the Chairman submitted a formal objection online to the Secretary of State with a request of presence at a site visit which is yet to be confirmed.

Trees on Alexandra Road 

· John Hall presented an update of the current status of a petition identifying 19 signatories based on residents’ concerns about personal security and potential risk to property-foundations.
· The Chairman confirmed he had made initial researches in anticipation of the presentation of the petition, there is ‘no legal rights to light’, ‘no preservation order on the trees’ and contact has been made with relevant Council department.
· The current height of the trees represent personal safety issues to the adjacent houses
             Limousines
· Repetitive history and numerous breeches have been captured vigilantly by Kathy Sykes.
· Thanks were presented to Kathy, Zelie, Sue, David and Michael, and Barbara and David for their continuous efforts and for their effective follow-ups of the Nijjar/Limousines issues over the past nine years.
· The Chairman has submitted a formal complaint about the Council administration in relation to the limousine  to the LBE mayor which in turn been forwarded to Dara Singh, LBE Chief Executive. 
· In relation to the Nijjar   dairy specific issues, Kathy Sykes confirmed, with Zelie Hilton, that  a meeting has been arranged with Councillor Harvey Rose 
          Neighbourhood Watch
· John Hall gave an update about the online community for the Neighbourhood Watch. 
· The Chairman will forward John’s email address to the members; so, they can contact him to join if they wish to.
Next Meeting
· The next general meeting will be announced in due course with a view to have it in September/October and with the potential of extending an invite to be extended to the Police. As soon as this is confirmed, in accordance with the Constitution, everyone will be notified within 14 days of the Meeting.
